Appendix: Travel in Brussels
Hotel Le D6me

Airport — Bruxelles-Nord: When you arrive in Brussels Airport, search the exit to the train
station (icon of a train). Normally when you exit it will be at you right side and 2 (or 3)
levels down. Buy your train ticket to Brussels, it will cost 5.20 euro per person for a one-
way trip!! There is no reduction for returnticket. Most likely you’ll have to take one of
these train: 11.52u to De Panne or 12.09u to Gent-Sint-Pieters.

Exit the train in Bruxelles-Nord (Brussel Noord). Go to the main entrance/exit and exit
the building at your left side. Outside there is a little slope, go downhill and follow
‘Vooruitgangstraat’ (Rue du Progrées). Walk about 400m straight forward and when you
see the traffic lights at Rogier (also Metro) you shall see your hotel.

Vincent and myself will be attending you there around 12.30u.

The Hotel Le Déme is located 6 minutes walking to the train station of Bruxelles-Nord.
Brussels airport is located around 15 km from the city centre.

How to reach Hotel Le D6me from the Brussels airport:

Bruxelles-Nord - Airport: A train called « Airport Express » is connecting the Brussels
airport with the train station Bruxelles-Nord (located 6-minute walking from the hotel)
every 20 minutes but they recently (from 1°* April) abolished a few trains.

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Go to the exit Wetstraat (24-), then go to the crossing (Wetstraat) and go the opposite
way of the cars, you will see GB Express, Exki and then SERV (nr. 34-36).
